In France, we will walk in the footsteps of St. Bernadette Soubirous (1844) as we pray
at the Lourdes sanctuary of healing where Our Blessed Mother appeared in 1858. Lourdes
remains the premiere Marian shrine in the world.

Back in Spain, we will follow in Ignatius’ footsteps to the Benedictine Monastery of

Montserrat where he prayed an all night vigil before the Black Madonna; to the holy cave
of Manresa where he composed the Spiritual Exercises; and to Barcelona where Ighatius at age 33 spent over a year
learning the rudiments of Latin in preparation for his university studies and Masters degree in Theology.

During our journey, we look forward to celebrating Mass together, sharing spiritual and historical talks on Ignatian
life, readings from the Autobiography and Letters of Ignatius, and praying his well-known Examination of Conscience.
On our pilgrimage, we will travel by modern motor coach; enjoy excellent accommodations and partake in the

regional cuisine of Spain and France.

As spring blossoms, our itinerary will allow time for the companionship, adventure, and relaxation that enable

travelers to enter more deeply into the spirit of pilgrimage.

SAT, MAR 19, DAY I: DEPART: We depart en route to Spain,
with complimentary meals and beverages served aloft.

SUN, MAR 20 DAY 2: ARRIVE BILBAO / TRANSFER TO LOYOLA:

We arrive in Europe and transfer to our flight to the city
of Bilbao in northern Spain. We are met by our Catholic
Travel Centre tour manager, who will accompany us
throughout our journey.

We board our private motor coach and head toward
Azpeitia, about two hours away. Here, in 1491 Ihigo
Lopez de Loyola Onaz was born in the Castle of Loyola.
We know him better as Ignatius of Loyola. Our home
for the next three nights is the centrally located Casa
Arrupe, each room with private facilities. Dinner is
served at our accommodations. (D)

MON, MAR 21, DAY 3: LOYOLA: VISIT OF THE SITE & PERSONAL
TIME: After breakfast we visit Ignatius’ former house
and the museum. We celebrate Mass at the Conversion
Chapel, then enjoy lunch together. This afternoon we
have some personal time for reflection. Dinner is served
at our accommodations (B, L, D)

TUE, MAR 22 DAY 4: LOYOLA: EXCURSION TO PAMPLONA &
XAVIER: This morning we board our motor coach with our
tour escort. Our first stop is Pamplona, recalling the site
where Ignatius received a wound that was to plague him
for life. This event was the starting point for his conver-

sion to Christ. We continue in pilgrimage to Xavier Castle,
strategically positioned between Navarra and Aragon.

We call to mind the life of St. Francis Xavier at our
liturgy and then enjoy a light lunch and visit the castle.
We board our motor coach and return to Loyola for the
evening. (B, L, D)

WED, MAR 23, DAY 5: LOYOLA / LOURDES: This morning after
Mass, we depart Loyola and travel through the Pyrenees
Mountains to arrive in Lourdes, France. Upon arrival, we
will have the evening at leisure for time to relax. You
may wish to visit the baths this afternoon. Dinner is at
our hotel. (B, D)

begin this morning with Mass. Afterwards we enjoy a
walking tour “In the Footsteps of Bernadette.”

Making any payments (cash, credit card or otherwise) towards any tour constitutes
your unconditional acceptance of all the terms and conditions stated in this tour
brochure. Catholic Travel Centre shall be referred to as CTC within this document.
DOCUMENTS: US citizens require a valid passport. Other nationalities please inquire
with the appropriate embassies. Passports must be valid for six months beyond the
tour’s return date.

REGISTRATION AND DEPOSITS: A deposit of $400 per person is required upon reg-
istration along with a signed copy of the registration form. Registrations cannot
be taken by telephone. Registrations are processed in the order received by CTC.
Balance of payment is due 90 days prior to departure. Late payment is subject to
$50 late fee. Late registrations (fewer than 90 days) must be accompanied by full
payment by cashiers check only (including the optional passenger travel protection
program payment, if applicable), plus a $50 late fee and are subject to availability.
CTC reserves the right to cancel reservations that are not paid in full 75 days prior
to departure and to charge cancellation fees/penalties indicated below. A $25 fee
will be charged on all checks returned by our bank.

CHANGES IN INVOICING: Please note that after initial invoicing, any requests for
change in form of payment (cash discount vs. standard base) or in package (air
}nclusive vs. “land only”) are subject to a $50 per person per change processing
ee.

INDIVIDUAL CANCELLATION FEES & REFUNDS: All cancellations must be received by
CTC in writing via certified mail or facsimile. CTC will process your refund, minus
a cancellation fee according to the following schedule:

1) $150 if cancelled at least 150 days prior to the tour’s departure date;
